SUPPLEMENTARY REGULATIONS

for the traditional open all-Russian motocross championship for individuals and teams, dedicated to the memory of the Hero of the Soviet Union Waleri Pawlowich Tshkalow.

1. Objectives and goals

1.1. Maintenance and immortalization to the memory of the Hero of the Soviet Union W. P. Tshkalow.

1.2. Youth training in the spirit of patriotism und devotion to Motherland, consolidation of friendship between the sportsmen of Russia and other countries.

1.3. Popularization of motor sport among the pre-conscription youth, consolidation of sport connections between the regions of the country.

1.4. Youth attraction to motor sport, development of team spirit.

2. Time and place of conduct

2.1.  The event will be held on February 11-12, 2011 at Rybinsk town, Yaroslavskaya oblast, village Krasnaya Gorka, on the basis of Rybinsk DOSAAF flying club “Yuzhnaya”. 

11 February: participants registration from 10h00 to 19h00, practice from 12h00 to 15h00;

12 February: participants registration from 09h00 to 10h30, 11h00 – opening parade, from 11h30 to 16h00 - heats according to the motorcycle classes, prize-giving ceremony, closing of the event.

2.2. The format of the event will be handed to the participants by the event promoter at the registration.

3. Management and organization

3.1. The National Russian Motorcycle Federation was charged with the conduct of the open all-Russian team motocross championship, dedicated to the memory of the celebrated pilot W. P. Tshkalow, by his family.

Event promoter:

Ms. Tshkalowa Waleria Waleriewna – the daughter of W. P. Tshkalow, the president of the international memory fund “Tshkalow”, the winner of the state-prize of the USSR, Candidate of technological  sciences, professor; 

The vice-chairman of the organizing committee: 

Mr. Mayew Sergey Alexandrovich, the chairman of DOSAAF of Russia, the colonel general, Doctor of information technologies;

The members of the organizing committee:

Shulik G. I. - the President of NRMF;

Derepko S. A. - the chairman of regional department DOSAAF of Russia in Yaroslavskaya oblast;

Milushenko S. G. – the representative of NRMF in Yaroslavskaya oblast;

Ershov E. G. – deputy of the Yaroslavskaya regional duma;

Bespalko B. A. – the director of the department for physical training, sport und youth policy of the town district of Rybinsk;

Bravaya T. A. – the head of the DOSAAF driving school of Rybinsk;

Abramova M. U. – chairman of the board BOA for the town Rybinsk und the Rybinskiy district. 

3.2. The event will be held in accordance with the valid rules of contest (The Sporting Code of the NRMF), the approved Statute of all-Russian events in motorcycle sports and tourism for the year 2011 together with these Supplementary Regulations.

Direct preparation and conduct of the event will be carried out by:

- the regional department DOSAAF of Russia in Yaroslavskaya oblast;

- the representation of NRMF in Rybinsk;

- the DOSAAF driving school of Rybinsk;

3.3. The motocross commission of the NRMF is charged with the organizational and methodical management, as well as the survey over the conduct of the event.

3.4. The refereeing is carried out by the referee's board, approved in accordance with the established procedure.

4. Participants of the event, motorcycles

4.1. Teams of sport sections, clubs, DUSTSH, other organizations of Russia and other countries are admitted to the motocross. They contest for the “Main Prize” and the “Small Cup”. The members of the enrolled teams also take part in the individual championship within every class.

4.2. Members of every team have to wear clothes of single design (a sports jersey, a T-shirt or a jacket). Teams, not meeting this requirements, are not admitted to the event.

4.3. At the registration, participants of the event submit documents according to the article 01.30 of the Sporting Code of the NRMF (including the riding licence of NRMF, insurance policy, health certificate).

4.4. The assembled team, contesting for the “Main Prize”, includes any two teams, enrolled in the classes:

· “Quads” – 2 people (from 18 years);

· “Open” – 2 people (from 15 years);

· “Open”-veterans – 2 people (40-60 years);

· MX(750) sidecar – 2 crews (rider from 18 years, passenger from 16 years), at least one of them riding a motorcycle of the class “national”.

4.5. In addition to the four classes listed above, teams for the “Small Cup” can also apply in the classes:

· 65 cm3 – 2 people (boys 8-12 years);

· 85 cm3 - 2 people (youth 12-15 years);

· MX2(125) - 2 people (women from15 years);

4.6. Motorcycles of the participants must comply with the requirements of the Sporting Code of the NRMF and the rules of contest in motocross. 

4.7. Tyres with any means of anti-skidding (spikes, cramps, and so on) are forbidden for motorcycles in all classes. 

4.8. Sports numbers for the motorcycles and teams are assigned by the promoter at soon as  applications are submitted. These are communicated to the teams, which make sure on there own, that they are drawn according to the rules of contest.

Backgrounds of the number- plates are white, the figures are black.

5.Race format

5.1. The event will be held on February 12, 2011 in one heat for each motorcycle class.

5.2. Duration of the heats:

* class 65cm3


- 10 minutes + 2 laps;

* class 85cm3


- 15 minutes + 2 laps;

* class MX2(125) - women
- 20 minutes + 2 laps;

* class “quads”

- 35 minutes + 2 laps;

* class “open”


- 35 minutes + 2 laps;

* class “veterans”

- 35 minutes + 2 laps;

* class MX(750) sidecar
- 35 minutes + 2 laps;

5.3. The start is common with engines out. Members of each team stand by start behind each other. 

5.4. Within the team is every help allowed, up to towing and exchange of motorcycles. The help of mechanics is only in the allotted place possible.

Classification

6.1. The result of the team in each motorcycle class is the total number of points, scored by the last member of the team. Points are calculated according to the table of the rules of contest (see Appendix 1).

6.2. The result of the complex team is the total number of points, scored by her teams in motorcycle classes. By the same number of points precedence will be given to the team with the best result in the more mass motorcycle class. By further equality of points – to the team with the best result in quads, then – in class MX(750).

6.3. Each team contests for the “Small Cup”.

6.4. The best rider of each heat will be classified for the Final.

7. The Prize-Giving Ceremony.

7.1. The complex team, which has won the first place, gets the “Main Prize” – the cup with the portrait of W. P. Tshkalow together with the certificate of 1-st degree. Members of the team get  letters of commendation.

7.2. Teams, which have won the 2-3 places in the complex rating, get certificates, members of the teams get  letters of commendation.

7.3. Teams, which have won the first place in each motorcycle class, get Small Cups and NRMF certificates of 1-st degree. Members of the teams get  NRMF letters of commendation. Teams, which have won the 2-3 places in each motorcycle class get certificates of the respective degree, members of the teams get  letters of commendation.

7.4. Sportsmen, who have won the 1, 2 and 3 places in personal rating of each motorcycle class, get NRMF certificates of respective degrees and commemorative prizes (present) of the promoter. Trainer of the winner in team and personal rating get NRMF certificates. Each organization, individual, sponsor can introduce additional prizes and presents for the participants of the event.

8. Financing conditions.

8.1. Costs, connected with the organizing expenses for preparation and conduct of the event are secured by local, non-budget means and means of the participating organizations.

8.2. Event promoter is charged, according to the financial regulations of NRMF, with the costs for backing the panel of referees. All costs, connected with the allowances of participants, delegation leaders and trainers are carried by the sending organizations.

9. Entries

9.1. On arrival following documents must be presented to the credentials committee: team entries, passports of the citizens of the Russian Federation (foreign passports – for the foreign participants) or birth certificate, policies of the compulsory medical insurance (originals), affirming documents for having a medical examination, licenses of NRMF sportsman. 

9.2. Foreign participants present national licenses and a written agreement of the appropriate national federation for participation in this event.

9.3. Sportsmen under 18 years must present a notarized receipt, signed by both parents (tutors), that they have nothing against the participation of their child in the event.

9.4. Participants, who haven’t presented the documents in the full extent, are not admitted to the event.

9.5. Nominal team entries must be submitted at the secretariat of NRMF or directly at the event promoter in advance, for the purpose of ensuring better informational and material conditions of the event. Entries of the teams must be received by 07 February 2011.
